 Villa of Birds

preserved examples of a large Roman house in Egypt, visitors must walk around a 

raised floor with over head shelter.

The three-storey palace was a meeting place for the Egyptian upper-class 

society of Alexandria. 

 Qaitbay Citadel  

Citadel of Qaitbay is a 15th-century defensive fortress located.  It located in the 

western of Alexandria city (island of pharos) at the end of the eastern harbour, it was 

built on the old lighthouse location after it was destroyed by the earth wake. Qaitbay 

citadel is considered one of top attractions in Alexandria city due to its historic value 

and important position.
